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The state of North Carolina currently spends 17% of its General
Fund, or $3.8 Billion on the Medicaid program. In your opinion, is
this too much, too little, or about right?

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Government agencies want to collect performance data on students for research
purposes. The Department of Public Instruction is implementing a new assessment
rating system which would begin with 5 year olds in Kindergarten. The data collected will
begin a “child profile,” and be stored electronically in the cloud. With that in mind, would
you support or oppose providing parents the ability to opt-out their child from this rating
system and data collection?
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New assessments for 5 year old students entering kindergarten will rate children both on
cognitive areas, such as counting and letter recognition, and also on emotional areas, like
emotional literacy and social development.

guide education decision-making and improve workforce development. Do you support
or oppose this policy?
